Moraga’s Roads “At Risk”

Why Are We In This Predicament?
Operating revenues consumed by essential
services ... like police & public works
Revenues are flat, no prospects for increases

Money available to repair only major roads;
aggressively seek special funds & grants

Except for a very few larger neighborhood
streets, nothing left for the rest

Certainly, there is no reserve fund for repairs

‘ Moraga’s Roads “At Risk”

There Is No Money To Fix
Our Neighborhood Streets

= Federal and State grants cannot be used on
Neighborhood streets

= Property tax revenues are unlikely to increase

= Sales tax depends on economic developments,
which take time to materialize

Increasingly, cities are being forced fto
develop new local sources of funds

Why Should You Care If Street
Conditions Worsen?

= Our neighborhoods will appear run down ...
home values will decrease

= Emergency responses will be slowed

= Vehicle damage will be caused by poor roads
= Vehicle accidents will increase

= Pedestrians and bicyclists will be put at risk

Lafayette improved At-Risk roads GFai_rdk
to Good by revenue measure in
1995; new measure on Nov ballot l

In 2008; improved At- Risk roads to &
Fair by 2009, expect Good by 2012

Orinda unable to generate new revenue,
Poor roads continue to deteriorate
